Dr Jamal Nasir: A Profile

Born on December 3, 1959 in Rawalpindi, Dr jamal Nasir is a prominent social figure of Rawalpindi. His grandfather Chaudhry Barkat Ali was an active member of Tehrik-e-Khilafat (Caliphate Movement) and worked with Maulana Muhammad Ali Johar and Maulana Shaukat Ali Johar. 

His father Nisar Ahmed Nisar has been a basic democracy member in the local government in 1964 and as a senior joint secretary of the Pakistan Muslim League (PML)He was named political agent of Fatima Jinnah, sister of Pakistan’s Foundering Father Muhammad Ali Jinnah, when she contested election against military ruler Field Marshal Ayub Khan 1960s. Later, he also worked as general secretary of PML Qayyum Group. He has been affiliated to the PML throughout his political career from 1960 till date.  

Dr Jamal Nasir’s mother was elected as the first lady councilor of the city. Currently she is president of Anjuman Ghareloo Khawateen (Association of Housewives) Rawalpindi/Islamabad. 

Dr Jamal Nasir got his FSc degree from the Government Postgraduate Degree College, Asghar Mall, Rawalpindi while he earned MBBS degree from the Rawalpindi Medical College and DCP from the Pakistan Institute of Medical Sciences, Islamabad. He did FACP from the United States, obtained Certificate in the Assisted Reproductive Technology  from Iran and got PCR training from Hong Kong and Thailand.

After completing his professional education, Dr Jamal Nasir worked as demonstrator at the Rawalpindi Medical College, medical officer at Rawalpindi General Hospital, Head of Pathology Department at the Government Samli Sanatorium, Murree, clinical pathologist at Rawalpindi General Hospital and Holy Family Hospital, Rawalpindi, and quite the government job on January 15, 2001.

He set up Citilab,  a private medical laboratory, which is one of the quality laboratories of the country. The Citilab is among three largest private laboratories of Pakistan except Agha Khan Health Foundation and Shaukat Khanum Memorial Cancer Hospital. As medical director of facility, he is rendering services for the poor masses as nobody is denied tests for lack of money. All poor patient s from three major hospitals of the city are provided free lab services. Similarly the poor patients from Darul Amaan, Aafiat, Leporasy Hospital and other such organizations are also entertained without any charge.

A former chairman of the Public Relation & Interaction Committee of Pakistan Medical Association Rawalpindi/Islamabad, former information secretary of the Pakistan Medical Association Punjab and former central councillor of Pakistan Medical Association, Dr jamal Nasir is president of the Pakistan Green Task Force, a non-governmental organization, member of the Asian Pacific Association for the Study of Liver, exective member/member board of governors of the Divisional Public School, Rawalpindi, general secretary of Pakistan Association of Pathologists, Rawalpindi/Islamabad, member board of governors of the Pakistan Thalassaemia Welfare Society  Pakistan, and media advisor to Asia Hepatitis Society, Pakistan. 

He is a member of the Advisor Council of Darul Amaan Rawalpindi (an institution working under the Social Welfare Department)member/chairman of health committee of the Rawalpindi Chamber of Commerce & Industry and president of the Holy Family Welfare Committee. 

As part of his activities in the social sector, Dr Jamal Nasir is engaged in fight against hepatitis since 1994 and has organized many conferences and seminars besides arranging walks for the last 14 years for creating awareness about the deadly disease. 

As he highlighted the spread of hepatitis in Pakistan at al forums as well as through electronic and print media and convinced the policymakers that this disease is actually AIDS for the country, the Pakistan government included vaccination against hepatitis B in the Extended Programme of Immunization. 

With the slogan of “Make the Country clean & make the country green” the Pakistan Green Task Force under Dr Jamal Nasir arranges plantination drive twice a year, especially in three main hospitals of Rawalpindi and Rawalpindi Medical College and has until now planted around 200,000 saplings. It also planted saplings along main roads of the city as wel as in the Divisional Public School (DPS), Satellite Town Telephone Exchange, Darul Amaan (shelter home for women in distress)Aafiat (a residential complex for senior citizens), Anjuman Faizul Islam Complex (a residential complex for orphans), Adiala Jail, various government and private schools/colleges, Diplomatic Enclave in Islamabad and public parks.

The Organization is also working for provision of clean drinking water in Rawalpindi and Islamabad and has carried out tests to check the level of contamination in water. He also writes articles, holds forums and press conference to create awareness about hazards of water contamination. Because of his efforts, the government was compelled to establish water purification plants in thickly populated areas of Rawalpindi while he also donated a water filtration plants at several places in  Rawalpindi/Islamabad.

He is an ardent critic of habit of smoking and actively participates in various campaigns for the cause. He advocates the strict enforcement of laws to check smoking at public places. In recognition of his efforts against smoking in and sponsorship of Islamabad Food Street by a tobacco company, the government banned smoking in the Food Street and stopped promotion of the tobacco company. An ordinance was also promulgated in this regard. 

As an outcome of his meetings with the president and federal as well as provincial health ministers, the long-awaited demand of establishing a separate medical university was met.

A regular visitor of Aafiat, he enthusiastically participates in activities for welfare of medical students and doctors. Through his efforts, a package of concessions and relief was approved by the government for senior citizens and a number of philanthropists and donor agencies were introduced to Aafiat and they provided support to the institution. 

On his persuasion, the Punjab governor assured to review the policies for mitigation of doctors’ problems and in principle agreed to employ doctors on permanent basis instead of temporary or contract basis as well as a award of scholarship to all postgraduate tranees witout any discrimination. The governor also agreed to suggestions regarding income-generating projects for public sector hospitals and improvement of services in government hospitals.

Dr Jamal Nasir regularly extends financial assistance to Darul Amaan, Rawalpindi General Hospital Employees Welfare Association, Holy Family Hospital, Rawalpindi General Hospital and District Headquarters Hospital Patients Welfare Societies, Iqra International Academy, Chandni Chowk, Rawalpindi and local hospitals, educational institutions and welfare organizations.

He has organized numerous seminars and conferences, delivered lectures and participated in television programmes on environmental and health issues. He has also written various research papers on   health and environmental issues. He has compiled a book on “Environmental Activities” and another on “Sample Collection”of the patients for different pathological test. 

Dr amal Nasir has got numerous awards for his services in different sectors. Some of awards include award on medical services by Pakistan Society of Gastro Entrology  & GI Endoscopy, Best Citizen of Pakistan award by Islamabad Police, Pride of performance for environment protection services, Best Rawalian Award, Appreciation and Acknowledgement Certificate by the United Nations Environment Programme, and award for meritorious services in environment sector by Inter Safe Water Filter Organization.
